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Pairing Instructions

Keys and Functions

For Windows users:

Step 1. Charge the keyboard for 2 hours.

Step 2. Remove the USB Receiver (both works for keyboard and mouse)
from the bottom of the mouse.

Step 3. Move the mouse OFF/ON Switch to “ON” to power on.

Step 4. Plug the USB Receiver into the computer.

Step 5. Move the keyboard power switch to “ON” to power on.

Step 6. Press “Fn” + “W” to switch to Windows layout (Windows PC/laptop).

For Mac OS users:

Step 1. Charge the keyboard for 2 hours.

Step 2. Remove the USB Receiver from the bottom of the mouse.
Step 3. Move the mouse OFF/ON Switch to “ON” to power on.

Step 4. Plug the USB Receiver into the USB-A port of the computer or a hub.

NOTE: if your Mac is USB-C port, please connect it by a hub.
Step 5. Move the keyboard power switch to “ON” to power on.

Step 6. Press “Fn” + “Q” to switch to Mac layout (MacBook/iMac).
NOTE: if you restart the keyboard, the keyboard would be back to
Windows Layout.

If you prefer to have direct access to media and hotkeys such as
mute, volume up, play/pause, and so on, simply press this key to
swap them.

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FAQ

Q. Is this keyboard fully compatible with MacBook and iMac?

are not working for MacBook and iMac.

If your device is MacBook with USB-C port, the USB receiver will not be
able to connect, please connect the USB receiver by a hub, extender, or
something similar.

Q. Stop working, delay when typing, keys work incorrectly.

e Restart your PC/laptop and iClever keyboard.

o Verify the product or receiver is connected directly to the computer and not
to a hub, extender, switch, or something similar.

e Move the device closer to the USB receiver. If your receiver is in the back
of your computer, it may help to relocate the receiver to a front port. In
some cases the receiver signal gets blocked by the computer case,
causing a delay.

e Keep other electrical wireless devices away at least 8 inches from the
USB receiver to avoid interference, such as Wireless speakers,
Computer power supplies, Monitors, and so on.

e Charge for 2 hours.

e Check your computer memory, insufficient memory may cause the lag.

e Check if there are any updates running in the background that may

cause the delay.

e Try on a different APP / USB port / computer.

Q. Miss the USB Receiver.
1. The USB Receiver is located at the bottom of the mouse storage Slot.
Please open the cover to get the USB Receiver.
2. Only one USB Receiver is included and both works for the keyboard and
mouse.
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Q. How to fix keyboard typing multiple letters on Windows 10?
Turn on the Filter Keys:

Click win key > Settings > Ease of Access > Keyboard > find “Use Filter
Keys”, turn it on.

Q. How to fix keyboard typing multiple letters on Mac?

1. On a Mac, choose the Apple menu > "System Preferences”,

click "Keyboard", and choose the Keyboard tab.

2. Locate the “Key Repeat” slider setting and adjust it to the “Off” position.

Q. Cursor does not follow mouse movements.

1. Use a mouse pad.

2. Avoid using your mouse on: Glass and other see-through surfaces,
Reflective surfaces, such as mirrors and metal desks, and Wood grains and
grooved surfaces.

3. Try the mouse on a piece of white paper to make sure it isn't a tracking
issue on the particular surface you're using.

Charge the Device

If prudct stop working: please connect to the computer port to charge the
keyboard/mouse through supplied charging cable.
Note: Output: DC 5V/200mA; USB Charger is not included.

Tips
